                               

Enniscorthy is situated on the banks of the Slaney and is on the busy N11 route from Rosslare to Dublin.     

Vinegar Hill where the famous Battle took place in 1798 overlooks the town and is a focal point of the area.  The Dept of Environment is to undertake a major new study of 75 key battlefields with a view to establish clear criteria for their protection under National Monuments Acts.  Vinegar Hill is the only battlefield in County Wexford which will be included in the study and recommendation will be submitted with regard to developments for the area.  
Enniscorthy is home to the National 1798 Rebellion Centre which commemorates the Rising of 1798.  Along with the Enniscorthy Castle, these are the main tourist attractions in the town.    
Enniscorthy By-Pass which is in the preliminary stages is expected to finalise its route selection in early 2008.  The long awaited by-pass will help elevate the volume of traffic, especially trucks and heavy vehicles, on route from Rosslare, and ease the traffic congestion in the town.  
Phase III of the main Drainage Scheme is scheduled to be completed in 2010 which will provide scope for development on the eastern side of the town.  There have been constraints on this side of the town by the sewage infrastructure and traffic congestion while the western side of the town has experienced the majority of the housing and retail developments.   

A new playground was opened in Sean Browne Court for children aged up to 12 years was opened last year and is the third playground in the town provided by Enniscorthy Town Council following Cluain Dara and the Promenade.  An extension to the playground at the Promenade which facilitated older children 12 years + was officially opened on Friday 7th Sept. 2007. 
The Town Council website has been updated and is user friendly with easy access to the general public.

The construction of a scheme of 40 Social Housing Units at St. Patrick's Place, Enniscorthy is nearing completion.  The development comprises of 2 single storey one-bedroom dwellings, 31 two storey two-bedroom dwellings and 7 two storey three bedroom dwellings.  A further 44 housing scheme will commence at Cherry Orchard in 2008.
A long stay car park at the Ross Road is due to open in December with 87 spaces.  The facility will accommodate those working in the town and will provide secure safe parking during their working hours for €1 per day.

A survey is being conducted, at present, to establish the need for additional long stay parking and to ascertain which region would best accommodate the majority of workers in the town. 

Tenders will soon be invited for the new Civic Offices at Arnolds Cross.  The plans are on display at reception of the Town Council Office or can be downloaded on the Town Council website (www.enniscorthytc.ie). 
Plans are afoot for Enniscorthy to celebrate being 1500 years old in 2010.  A preliminary meeting was held back in October to decide on the types and frequency of events to honour the occasion.  A press release was issued to inform the general public of the proposal and to generate support for the project. 

A proposal to develop the former Presentation Chapel, Nunnery Road, into a Community and Cultural Building has been approved by the town Council.  There was great enthusiasm and interest expressed for the project at a public meeting and the prospect of developing the building into a multidisciplinary venue is welcomed by many of the general public. 
Enniscorthy Town Council received an award last year from the Irish Businesses Against Litter League (IBAL) in recognition of the litter free status for the Town.  Enniscorthy now ranks as the twelfth tidiest town in the country improving its position from a previous twenty third place.  This year the town has improved to 10th place in this nationwide Anti-Litter league. Enniscorthy Town Council introduced a new heavy duty mechanised Street Sweeper which is assisting in improving the overall appearance of the Town and assisting the Tidy Towns Committee in their effort in maintaining their ranking for IBAL status. 
The Town Council is in the early stages of acquiring a one mile parcel of land to the south on the riverbanks of the River Slaney.  This section of land has potential to provide for the development of a Linear Amenity Park and would provide an extension to the wonderful walk that currently exists along the Promenade.
The Opening of the magnificent Dunnes Stores outlet in the town centre last December has added a new dimension to the retail fabric of the town. Enniscorthy is looking forward to a host of other town centre developments coming on stream such as the Gem Construction retail development to the rear of The Bailey, the re-development of the Murphy Floods hotel site and proposed retail developments at Slaney Place and Templeshannon.

Other private developments such as Quarrypark Retail Park at the Blackstoops roundabout, industrial developments on the Old Dublin Road, in addition to developments in the hospitality sector with Monart House Destination Spa, a new hotel at the former Davis Mosse site and extensions to the Riverside Park Hotel and Treacy’s Hotel exemplifies how Enniscorthy continues to grow and expand.  The town is currently experiencing a level of unprecedented growth and development.
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
